We've taken the first step, in what we call the “Transition Project.” Along with LDA Life and Leaming
Services and Delphi Drug and Alcohol Council, we sponsored a conference on June 13, 2008
entitled “Invisible Disabilities: Tools for Success for Human Service Providers” to encourage
information sharing and spark a community dialogue on this issue of invisible disabilities and their
human and societal costs.

This conference was a result of an 18-month planning effort among our three agencies as we

strategized the best approaches to helping children with learning disabilities move from high school
into the adult world.

These undiagnosed and untreated disabilities can often lead young people and adults to be either
perpetrators or victims of vidlence in the community. Together, we're committed to developing
visible solutions, breaking down barriers to success and helping people to maxmize their potential.
